Keep it Safe 

Just when it starts to feel like spring another winter storm 

rolls through.  When is winter ever going to end?   March 

20th to be exact.  As we look forward to warmer days, blue 

sky and taking to the air we need to remember the im-

portance of flying safety.  Just recently the pilot of a Lancair 

perished 7 miles west of Milford, UT on his way from Vail, 

CO to Los Angeles, CA.  The pilot reported engine trouble 

while in blizzard-like conditions.  Since a Lancair in an ama-

teur-built (AB) aircraft, this accident doesnôt help narrow the 

accident rate gap between production aircraft and AB & 

LSA.  On Feb 17, 2011 several high-ranking FAA officials 

were at Oshkosh for the EAA/FAA 2011 Recreational Avia-

tion Summit, an annual meeting with EAA to address key 

issues of importance for GA pilots and aircraft owners.  At 

the March Chapter meeting, weôll have the opportunity to 

hear directly from Rod Hightower the outcome of this meet-

ing.  Weôll also have the opportunity to hear directly from 

the FAA on their efforts to make AB & LSA aircraft safer.

That could be seen as a 

disadvantage given the additional maintenance.  Another 

improvement was the panel layout.  In 1959 Cessna moved 

the radioôs from across the bottom of the panel up into the 

typical radio stack weôre all familiar with.  Long story short, 

any airplane 61 years old is going to have a few squawks 

and this one does, a run out engine being the #1 issue.  Iôm 

still trying to decide if itôs right for our familyôs needs.
