Randall Fishman has been a busy EAA member. At

Oshkosh in 2007, he was honored with the Grand Champio
Award in the ultralight category for his eldéctpowered trike.
In 2008, he took home the Dr. August Raspet Memorial Award
for his ElectraFlyeiC, an electric powered Moni motor glider
conversion.

Airbus A380 and Ct(Cri

The largest aircraft that has flown into Oshkos
brought along the world's smallest migtigine aircraft in it's
cargo bin. The A380's arrival show was notable for the high
angles of attack allowed by the computerizeebijywire flight
control system, and the low noise levels of the engines attraffi
pattern thrust levels. The &dri which arrived with the A380
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first appeared in Oshkosh in 1981. The pilot who brought th

WhiteKnightTwo (WK2)

The WhiteKnightTwo flev into Oshkosh while still in
flight test mode. Tapedn vortex generators were a testamerit to
Burt Rutan's philosophy of getting the design into the air to ¢lo
the fine tuning. The WK2 did some flight demonstrations whjich
Burt thought were a bit on the mikide. Without any payload
such as the SpaceShipTwo, the WK2 is considerably overbuilt.
Structures such as the engine pylons were beefed up so as
limit the load factor when there is no payload. The result is an
aircraft capable of nearly 7 g's, anith a thrust to weight ratio
approaching 1. To equalize the thermal expansion and
contraction of the fuselage and the control cables, the contrp
cables are also made of carbon fiber.

"If you're going to name a mother ship," Sir Richard
Branson quippa, "you might as well name it after your own
mother."
